Replacement COSTS of lost fob, key or name tag: 
Å   A $25 fee will be charged to replace lost fobs. Brass keys are $10 and name tags are $5.

Replacement procedure: 

Å Email the club secretary directly at  BGCNCsecretary@gmail.com to report a lost fob, key or tag. The Secretary 

will let the Treasurer and Membership Chair know, and you will be sent an invoice from our accounting software, 

Intuit Quickbooks, via email from the Treasurer for the replacement cost of the item needed. 

Å Lost fobs will be immediately deactivated for security. If your lost fob is located, please return it to Membership 

chairman so we know it is accounted for and no longer a security issue. Note: we cannot issue refunds for found 

fobs after invoices are issued and paid, and the original fob will remain deactivated.

Å 1980- bought 48 acres at current location and became officially incorporated. Initially consisting of little more than open scrub pine and 
an old trailer that served as a clubhouse. 

Å 1980-2025: Thanks to countless hours of sweat equity and the leadership of a very dedicated founding group, the club has evolved into a 
425-member full-service shooting sports facility that now occupies over 200 acres and is one of the premiere gun clubs in the southeast.

Å 501 (c) (7) Non-profit corporation. Full copies of our founding documents including our current Bylaws and Corporate Resolutions can 

be found online on our website at www.buccaneergunclub.org in the private, password protected  Members-only area.

Å Board of Director Meetings are generally monthly (see club calendar or newsletter for dates) and all are welcome to attend.

Å There is a GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING FOR ALL MEMBERS each OCTOBER to nominate board members and announce any 
proposed Bylaws changes, followed by a second meeting in JANUARY to vote on new board members and Bylaws updates. 

      Your participation is very important. We MUST HAVE QUORUMS (10% of all members) at both of these meeting to do business. 

ARTICLE 2.1 ςGeneral Purpose. The purposes of this Corporation shall include (1) Providing recreational facilities for members; (2) 
Teaching gun safety; (3) Promoting the principles of good sportsmanship; (4) Maintaining shooting ranges for rifle, pistol and shotgun 
use; (5) Encouraging and providing facilities for competitive events and training in the shooting sports.

Å This club was built on sweat equity and the principle of shared responsibility remains essential to our 
success. Workdays help you understand how the club works and build responsibility and camaraderie.

Å Each member is required to complete 2 workdays per year. There are at least 4 regularly scheduled 
Saturday workdays per year to choose from. Workdays require an in-person  sign in and sign out at the

PAYMENT OF YOUR DUES

Å Renewal invoices are sent out once per year VIA EMAIL each October. It is your responsibility to make sure the club secretary 
has your correct email on file AT ALL TIMES.

GENERAL RULES OF CLUB OPERATIONS

¶ HOURS OF OPERATION: 7 am-10 pm daily.  NO SHOOTING OUTSIDE OF THESE HOURS!

¶ NAME TAGS MUST BE WORN and clearly visible for everyone on BGC grounds. This includes guests & observers. 
No tag=No entry/no shoot. For lost name tags, fobs or keys-email club Secretary at BGCNCsecretary@gmail.com.

¶ YOUR CLUB KEY FOB-opens front gate.  Your brass key is to the club house & target sheds. Please do NOT attach 
your fob or key to your name tag-if they are lost, finder would know he has key to BGC buildings. 

¶ NO LOANING OF FOB or KEY to anyoneΧƴƻ ŦŀƳƛƭȅ ƳŜƳōŜǊǎΣ ŦǊƛŜƴŘǎΣ etcΧ

¶ NO copying of key is allowed. 

¶ NO Hunting on BGC property. 

¶ No fires, including burning of targets or trash.

¶ 13 MPH on Royal Oak/Goose Pond Road and on all club grounds. Remember Kids & Pets-Be a good neighbor!



USE of CLUBHOUSES-These areas are for general use of the members. You must clean up after yourselves. 

If you use up something in the kitchen or restrooms, please replace it from our stock of supplies in the 
closets and/or dump the trash if a can is full. If there is no refill item available, please notify a Board 
member via phone or emails listed in the club newsletter and on the website.

REFRESHMENTS- The refrigerators in the clubhouse and skeet office contain canned soft drinks & water, 
and snacks are on the counter.  We operate on the honor system; cost of items is posted on the 
refrigerator door.  There is a can in the refrigerator for collection of money for drinks.  Snacks have a 
separate collection box on the kitchen counter.

GUEST POLICIES
Club members may bring 2 ADULT GUESTS per visit, as well as up to 4 minor children (2 minors for each of 2 guests) 
for a total of 6 individuals. 

ALL FAMILY & GUESTS (whether shooting or not) must sign Hold Harmless Release form immediately upon arrival, 
wear a nametag,  and remain on the same range and shooting positions with their HOST MEMBER at all times. 

IMMEDIATE FAMILY (a Member's family is defined as their spouse, dependents and other children, plus siblings, in-
laws, parents, grandparents, and grandchildren.) They Řƻ ƴƻǘ Ŏƻǳƴǘ ŀǎ άƎǳŜǎǘǎέΣ but the group size cannot exceed 6, 
including the member. 

MINORS (under 18) of NON-CUSTODIAL PARENT CLUB MEMBERS will need a signed parental consent form to visit 
the club. These are kept in front  file box. No exceptions. GRANDPARENTS may NOT sign for grandchildren unless you 
are the legal guardian.

Å FOR GENERAL and MATCH GUESTS: Have your GUEST enter their full name (First Name, then Last name. Ex: John Doe) and the 

D¦9{¢Ωǎ birthday. Then they will enter YOUR NAME AS THE BGC MEMBER WHO IS HOSTING THEM today.

Å HAVE THE GUEST READ & SIGN the Hold Harmless agreement that will now display on screen. Note: if the GUEST is a MINOR (under 

18), enter the name of the parent or legal guardian who is signing them in and have that parent read and sign the Hold Harmless form 

on screen. If the BGC member has brought the child to the club without the parent, they must have already completed a minor

LOST & FOUND PROCEDURE
DO NOT LEAVE ANY LOST & FOUND FIREARMS UNATTENDED ON A RANGE OR IN THE CLUBHOUSES. If you find a 
FIREARM, please give it to a board member or secure it and keep it with you until the owner is located using the 
procedure below. 

If someone leaves other equipment or clothing at the range, please take the following steps: 

      a. Post a note on the bulletin board in the main clubhouse stating you have found the item.  Include your name 
and phone number.  If the item is valued at $20 or less (targets, generic non-prescription glasses, etc.) you may

EACH MEMBER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR SECURING THE CLUB IF THEY ARE THE LAST PERSON ON SITE. 

EVERY TIME YOU LEAVE, NO MATTER WHAT TIME OF THE DAY OR NIGHT, you MUST make a check of 
the grounds BY DRIVING FROM ONE END OF THE CLUB TO THE OTHER, to see if others are still here. 

If no one else is on the grounds, YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE for CHECKING AND LOCKING doors on all storage buildings, 
the clubhouse (front and side), the skeet office, skeet bathroom doors and the front gate. The gate should be 
closed automatically as each car leaves, if you find it locked open (other than during match registration times) 
please notify a board member immediately.

No manual or rule book can cover every possible range safety scenario or question.  ONE CARELESS MOVE 
could result in the loss of  this entire facility.

ANY PERSON may call a cease fire AT ANY TIME if they observe an unsafe situation. If someone offers you a 
reminder about something you may need to correct, please be respectful and polite in your response.

CONFRONTING ANOTHER MEMBER 
ABOUT IMMEDIATE SAFETY  ISSUES

Å If you observe another member acting in an unsafe manor, you should immediately call a cease fire. Please 
introduce yourself to the member as you approach them to explain your concerns, be polite, and keep things 
friendly. 

Å If the member immediately corrects the issue, you may both safely resume shooting.

Å If the member becomes argumentative or refuses to change the actions that were unsafe, please immediately 
remove yourself from that particular range area. We ask that you make a note of their name from their ID 
badge (or discretely take a picture of them or their vehicle as you leave), as well as the date and time the 
incident occurred, then immediately contact a board member or the Safety & Training Chairperson so they can

Å DO NOT allow an encounter to escalate. There is a ZERO TOLERANCE policy for any verbal or physical 
confrontations on club property. If the other member is not respectful, be the bigger person, walk away and let 
a Board member handle it. 



Firearms must be UNLOADED and in SAFE  CONDITION  (chambers empty, actions open, magazines removed) prior to removing 
them from vehicles, during transportation around the club facilities or between shooting positions, and prior to leaving any firing line 
position. DO NOT walk around BGC with an openly carried loaded firearm.

CONCEALED CARRY- while on BGC property is permitted by those who are licensed in NC or another state with NC reciprocity. If 
you choose to carry concealed while at BGC, please  do so in a discreet (concealed!) manner. Please keep any CC firearms not being 
actively trained with either locked in your vehicles or safely holstered and out of sight to avoid confusion over cold range rules and 
determining who may or may not be CC permitted. 

OPEN CARRY of firearms-although it is permitted in the state of NC, in the interest of uniform enforcement of COLD RANGE safety 
rules as described above, OPEN CARRY of a loaded firearm is only allowed on an active firing line position.

STROBE LIGHT & AIR HORN SYSTEM

Down range targets past 200 yards are NOT DIRECTLY VISIBLE from all shooting positions, therefore, there is a 
strobe light/Claxon buzzer device that MUST be used whenever you have to go downrange BEYOND 100 YARDS-
EVEN IF YOU ARE THE ONLY ONE SHOOTING AT THE TIME, since others may arrive while you are downrange and 
not be able to see you.  

The ON SWITCH is at the end of the main shed complex, just left of the down-range road. 

Note: please drive your vehicle downrange when you are changing targets beyond the 100 yard berm. This limits

GENERAL SAFETY RULES
EYE AND HEARING PROTECTION ARE REQUIRED for ALL SHOOTERS AND NON-SHOOTING OBSERVERS/GUESTS (including 
minors) while on any active range area. No exceptions!

BGC requires its members follow the five (5) MAJOR RULES OF FIREARM SAFETY at all times:
 

1. ALWAYS assume all guns are loaded and keep the gun pointed in a safe direction at all times!

4. ALWAYS keep the gun unloaded until ready to use. Keep the action open, with hammer down or striker forward, safety engaged, 
magazines removed or cylinders empty until you are standing or seated at your firing line station. DO NOT load the gun before 
you reach the firing line or leave the firing line with a loaded firearm! 

5.  ALWAYS be sure of your target, and what is beyond it. We have trails and hunting lands behind our ranges!



ADDITIONAL RULES FOR SAFETY

¶ 180  RULE- Never turn your muzzle away from the downrange berm when on a firing line. 

¶ Ok to load magazines at benches, but DO NOT HANDLE ANY FIREARM (loaded or not!) with anyone forward of 
your muzzle. 

¶ Never allow the muzzle to point above the top of berms when shooting. Be especially aware of this when shooting 
from a seated or prone position/  instructing children or using firearms with sudden, rapid muzzle rise.

SUPERVISION OF MINORS
BGC is a family-friendly facility and we take the safety of our youth shooters and guests very seriously. 
#1 RULE: AT NO TIME is a minor (youth under the age of 18) to be left unattended with any firearm. 

All minors of non-members (or those without a BGC member-parent present)  must have a signed Parental Authorization form on file 
to be on club grounds (whether shooting or not).

The hosting BGC member, parent or guardian must remain with the minor at all times unless they are left in the direct care of an 
authorized firearms instructor during training. 

Minors under the age of 12 are not to be left unattended in the clubhouse or anywhere on BGC grounds without direct supervision. 

Under no circumstances is any minor to be allowed ANYWHERE down range without being accompanied by an adult BGC club 
member. 

No minors (or guests of any age) or animals are allowed in the skeet houses AT ANY TIME.



RANGE  RULES
THERE ARE GENERAL RULES THAT APPLY TO ALL RANGES, AS WELL 
AS SPECIFIC RULES FOR EACH INDIVIDUAL DISCIPLINE. 



GENERAL RANGE RULES 

EYE & EAR PROTECTION ARE REQUIRED FOR EVERYONE ON EVERY RANGE (shooters and guests-especially children, 

even if not directly on firing line). Extra foamies are available in the skeet office if needed. Please only take one pair 

per person!

AUTHORIZED AND PROHIBITED GUNS AND AMMUNITION- All firearms and ammunition shall be in compliance with 

state and federal BATFE laws. There are certain ranges and targets that are designed for use with RIMFIRE or lead 

rounds only and other target types and ranges that must be used for high-caliber firearms, full auto firing, or high 

velocity/steel core rounds, etc. 

TARGETS-Remove all targets after shooting; police brass (sweep and remove or put in collection buckets for 

reloaders), remove all trash, put chairs back under benches, etc. Please break down all large cardboard targets and 

skeet target boxes and place them in the dumpster by maintenance building, NOT in the blue cans. 

TRASH-If you see a full blue can, please take it to the dumpster by the maintenance building and empty it. 



POLICE YOUR BRASS! (sweep all debris off of the concrete pad at rifle ranges, pick up brass on open ranges). 

FULL-AUTO FIREARMS, BUMP STOCKS, BURST FIRE AND BINARY TRIGGERS-are allowed ONLY on the 50 yard Multi-
purpose Range (the range to the immediate right of the Moving Target range). SHOOTERS MUST REMAIN WITHIN 15 
YARDS OF REAR BERM AT ALL TIMES WHEN FIRING in FULL AUTO mode to avoid accidental rapid muzzle rise which might 
result in rounds carrying over berm if shooter were at greater distances from target. DO NOT SHOOT THESE FIREARMS 
FROM THE BENCH IF USING AUTO-FIRE FEATURES.

AMMUNITION LIMITATIONS- No armor-penetrating or tracer ammo is allowed. There are certain ranges and targets that 
are designed for use with rimfire, wax bullets, or lead rounds only and other target types and ranges that must be used 
for high-caliber firearms, full auto firing, or high velocity/steel core rounds. Do not shoot any steel targets with .50 cal 
firearms or armor piercing rounds. You can look up the guidelines on each on your Range Use  Guidelines card.

You have been given a RANGE USE GUIDELINES CHART that is also in your Member Manual and on the website. This lists 

the very specific range parameters for each area (copies are also in main clubhouse, Skeet office and on the website). 

There is no excuse for breaking these rules. We recommend you keep a copy in your range bag as you learn your way 

around in case you have any questions. 



ALCOHOL AND DRUG USE

ALCOHOL- CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND PERSONS UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF ALCOHOLIC 
BEVERAGES ARE PROHIBITED ON BGC GROUNDS. Violation of this policy is grounds for immediate loss of membership. 

MEDICATIONS AND OTHER SUBSTANCES-No one is to shoot or handle any firearms or equipment at BGC who is under the 
influence of consciousness-altering medications (such as narcotic pain meds) or other chemical substances which may

ALTERCATIONS ON CLUB PROPERTY

Good sportsmanship is a founding principle of this club. 

Altercations on club property will not be tolerated in any form.

Anyone who initiates a physical altercation or engages in threatening VERBAL OR 
PHYSICAL behavior towards other members or guests on club property will be subject 
to BGC Bylaws Item 3.6 resulting in immediate suspension of membership privileges 
or expulsion from BGC.



AR-500 AND 550 STEEL TARGETS ς  There are a number of steel targets on the Central Rifle and Pistol Pavilions 
(Sheds #1-3)  in front of clubhouse.  These specific targets are the ONLY steel targets on the range for which rifle 
shooting is permissible. They are placed at the 100, 200, 300 and 400 yard berms as either free-standing or 
swingers.  DO NOT SHOOT ARMOR-PIERCING ROUNDS ON ANY STEEL TARGETS!! If you do, you will be held 
financially liable for damaging these targets. These are to be shot with LEAD CORE AMMO ONLY.  DO NOT SHOOT 
THESE TARGETS WITH SURPLUS STEEL-CORE AMMO!!  These bullets will ricochet. Shed 4 (just across the access 
road) is set up for RIMFIRE ONLY!

High Caliber Firearms-.50 cal BMG rifles may only shoot paper targets. DO NOT SHOOT STEEL TARGETS WITH .50s!

Explosive/Glass targets-There is to be no shooting of explosive or flammable targets on ANY range (No Tannerite, 
gas, propane, etc.). No glass targets are allowed anywhere at BGC. 

TARGET  TYPES



SPECIALIZED RANGE EQUIPMENT

¶ Several ranges have mechanical equipment that requires additional training and special handling procedures. Do NOT attempt to 

operate any of this equipment until you have been instructed how to do so by a Board member or Match Director.

¶ CLAYS-Need to attend additional orientation to use Skeet, Trap & 5 Stand equipment. The maintanance of equipment used for 5 

STAND is left to event chair/senior committee personnel ONLY. Must have a member skeet account to participate in these areas. 

NO CHILDREN ,  NON-MEMBERS OR ANIMALS are allowed in or anywhere forward of the rear edge of skeet houses, 5 stand or 

Trap houses AT ANY TIME!

¶ ACTION PISTOL -Need to qualify and be given additional key for use of the moving target range. See the Action Pistol Match 

Director to schedule training on these machines.

¶ COWBOY FAST DRAW- General membership is not permitted to use Cowboy Fast Draw timers and targets without approval and 

orientation from the Match Director.



PLACEMENT  
OF  TARGETS

All targets should be placed directly in front of a berm. 
No shooting of targets without a berm directly behind them.

For above ground targets, staple targets up at a level so that bullet 
trajectory and POI (Point of Impact) place the round POI centered 
within the main part of the berm (center, to lower 2/3). From a 
standard bench position, this means target bullseye  should be
 ŎŜƴǘŜǊŜŘ ōŜǘǿŜŜƴ пнέ-тнέ ŀōƻǾŜ ǘƘŜ ƎǊƻǳƴŘΦ  No rounds should 
impact the ground anywhere forward of the berm or land in the 
top 1/3 of the berm. 

No ground level targets (cans, jugs) are to be placed more than 3 feet forward of the rear berm. Do not place ANY targets forward 
of the rear berm at ground level in such a manner that rounds would be likely to impact the ground and thus risk ricocheting or 
skipping above the berm. The target backstop supports in front of the berm constitute the left and right boundaries for shooting.  



TARGET PLACEMENT (ŎƻƴΩǘ.)

Å DO NOT staple targets directly on the vertical or horizontal wood supports of any backstop.  Staple on the plywood backboard 
surface only, so that bullets will not destroy the support boards.  DO NOT staple any targets on any retaining walls.

Å DO NOT place targets on the front-facing railroad tie wall on the Action Pistol range. For stationary shooting, use the 2 raised fold-
down plywood targets only on this range and be sure your muzzle angle means rounds impact above the retaining wall and below the 
top 1/3 of the berm.

¶ Never allow  your muzzle to point above the top of berms when shooting. Be especially aware of this when shooting from a seated 
or prone position, instructing children, or using firearms with sudden, rapid muzzle rise (burst, full-auto).  

¶ UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD A FIRING LINE POSITION BE ESTABLISHED OUTSIDE OF THE CONFINEMENT OF LEFT AND 
RIGHT BERMS OR BEYOND BARRICADE STRUCTURE WALLS. ALL ROUNDS MUST IMPACT THE IMMEDIATE FORWARD 
BERM/BACKSTOP FOR A WALLED RANGE.

Å DO NOT place targets on any movable barricades, barrels or any other match props. 

Å Remove ALL targets (even those that have not been shot) and place in trash cans before you leave the range.  Rain and wind quickly 
make for a mess down range.

Å If you set up or move a portable target, stand, or prop, put it back to its original or storage place before you leave.

Å Never move forward of the rear wall of any skeet house on active ranges.
Å Maintain safe distance behind shooter.
Å All guns must be unloaded with actions open and muzzles pointed in a 

safe direction at all times behind firing line.



Å Archery is permitted on BGC property on unused ranges in the Cowboy Action area on Ranges 1-3  only (not in the 
open fast draw pavilion). 

Å Members must bring their own targets and remove them immediately when done shooting. 

Å Archers must make sure they are not in conflict with active firearm shooting activities on any adjacent ranges and 
must maintain all equipment and arrows within the boundaries of all side and rear berms. Never place any targets or 
retrieve arrows in any place where the archer would have to move forward of an adjacent active shooting range 
firing position. 

Å As a gun club, firearms training takes precedence over archery activities. Therefore, if members arrive wishing to 
use a range that is being used for archery, the archers must politely vacate the requested range within 15 minutes.

COWBOY FAST DRAW PAVILION (OK CORRAL)-is set up for use with WAX BULLETS and is for Cowboy match activities only. No one is 
to use the Cowboy timers or electronic targets without permission of the CAS Match Director. NO LIVE AMMO OF ANY KIND is 
allowed in the fast draw area! NONE-not on the gun belt, in a range bag, etc... CFDA sanctioned wax bullets are the only ammo 
allowed in this area. NO EXCEPTIONS! 

Carbine rifles in .223, .556 and .300 blackout and Pistol Caliber Carbines are allowed on these ranges shooting PAPER TARGETS 
ONLY. No other high caliber rifles are to be used at the Cowboy Range areas. These rifles should be used at the Central Rifle Range 
only. 
 
NO FULL-AUTO, BUMPSTOCK, BURST FIRE OR BINARY TRIGGER FIREARMS ARE TO BE USED AT COWBOY RANGES. These are 
allowed only at 50 yard multi-purpose range and must be shot from within 15 yards of the rear berm. 

DO NOT SHOOT STEEL ON THESE RANGES WITH RIFLES OR ANY BOTTLENECK AMMO!

STEEL TARGETS AT COWBOY RANGES

RULE #1: DO NOT SHOOT ANY STEEL TARGETS FROM CLOSER THAN 10 YARDS! ALL SHOOTERS AND OBSERVERS  
 MUST HAVE  EYE PRO ON AT ALL TIMES.

 The steel on BAY 3 is AR-550 and may be used for any RIMFIRE OR CENTERFIRE PISTOL, including .9mm pistol  caliber carbines and  
RIMFIRE RIFLES (.17 OR .22 CAL).  (ABSOLUTELY NO CENTERFIRE RIFLES OR BOTTLENECK  AMMO ON ANY STEEL TARGETS).

 The steel on BAY 4 is for RIMFIRE ONLY!  
              .22 RIMFIRE rifles are fine on Bay 4, but NO CENTERFIRE RIFLES ON ANY STEEL TARGETS!

Å You must stay along the same forward axis line as any other shooter on the line. If someone is shooting from a bench rest 
position and you want to stand or shoot from prone, you must position yourself so that you are bh¢ Chw²!w5 ƻŦ ŀƴȅƻƴŜΩǎ 
muzzle. THESE 4 SHEDS ARE TO BE CONSIDERED ONE CONTIGUOUS RANGE AREA-no one may move forward of the red line or 
handle any firearm anywhere down the line of any of the 4 shed roof areas during a cease fire.

Å If there is any official match in progress, shooters must abide by the range commands of the match director. You must wait until 
the commence fire command is given before shooting and must cease fire when that command is given. If you need to put up 
targets while a match is in progress, you must contact the MATCH DIRECTOR to be instructed when it is permissible to do so. 

Å Those shooting .50 BMG high caliber rifles may ONLY shoot paper targets. DO NOT SHOOT STEEL WITH .50 CALS.

Å Anyone bringing their own ground-level targets (tin cans, plastic water bottles) must place them DIRECTLY up against the front 
of the berms so there are no ricochets off the ground. ABSOLUTELY NO glass, flammable or exploding targets!
